The Eight Granasties Game Tips

This document contains some general tips as well as more specific tips for the game. They will help beginners as well as RPG vets, although RPG vets probably won’t need to read the tips in the first place, it might give them a few tips anyway.
· First and foremost, SAVE. This tip is relevant with the current version of the game engine having problems. It should also be a given for most game players.
· In order to survive, what you have is essentially vital to win. Buying good weapons and armor, as well as a abundant supply of items to heal and revive you will be definitely needed to win this game. Merely leveling up won’t give you godly stats, and you get plenty of goodies from defeating Granasties that you can use to power up your characters. Without good equipment, YOU’RE SCREWED.

· You definitely want to use your skills in this game. Merely mashing the button with your standard slash attack in the early stages can get you through, but at a point, you’ll realize that the Granasties aren’t being pushovers anymore. Different skills execute different strategies, so use it to your advantage. Perhaps an enemy does powerful hits? You can use Kevin then, who has a Vengeful attack which returns the damage right back and do lots of damage. The latest attacks aren’t always necessarily the best – so don’t automatically use your newest skill all the time.

· In this game, interaction with the game environment is pretty good. It spices up the game, and you can interact with a fair amount of objects. For example, at Earl’s House, you can go to his bathroom and check out his toilet and bathtub – you can also read some of his books. In the kitchen, he might have some food left in one of the ovens. Also, one of his portraits look highly suspicious… the point is, you can’t interact with everything, but you will find once in a while some things you can check out so you won’t wholesomely get bored. An excellent example of a very interactive location is the Leech’s Mansion, where you can pretty much click on anything and you will get a reaction.
· For starters, head to the Information Kiosk. There you will find a few books giving small descriptions on the Granasties, as well as a map and a helpful buddy who will give you cheap inn fare. You can also raid his cabinets to find a few goodies to help you out. The map will let you know which Granasties are easy and which are hard, so you know who to go face off against first.

· The game has a few secret bosses you can fight. Their location is disclosed in this document, but you can get leads on where they are, or if you look around carefully enough (which does not mean search every corner, but to check things over twice). They are very difficult however, and are technically Granasties as well. This also means of course, you can get some goodies from them.
